commencing from the date of work order issued to the

Contractor and ending on the date on which the time
allowed for the completion of the work specified in the
Contract for work expires, taking into consideration the
extension of time, if any, for completion of the work
granted by the Engineer under the relevant clause of the
Conditions of Contract in cases other than those where such
extension is necessitated on account of default of the
Contractor. The decision of the Engineer as regards the
operative period of the Contract shall be final and binding
on the contractor. Where any compensation for liquidated
damages is levied on the contractor on account of delay in
completion or inadequate progress under the relevant
Contract provision, the price adjustment amount for the
balance of work from the date of levy of such compensation
shall be worked out by pegging the indices, Li, M1, P1, Si
and C; to the levels corresponding to the date from which
such compensation is levied.

The price variation shall be determined during each quarter
as per formula given above in this clause.

ii1) This clause is operative both ways, i.e. if the price variation

as calculated above is on the plus side, payment on account
of the price variation shall be allowed to the contractor and
if it is on the negative side, the Government shall be entitled
to recover the same from the Contractor and the amount
shall be deductible fro, any amounts due and payable under
the contract.
