No.C/ACQ/Mum.city/CR.3/LAQ/SR/2019 C.S.No.665 Bhuleshwar Division Whereas, under
the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Act, 2013 (30 of 2013) (hereinafter referred to as the “said Act”) preliminary
notification under section 11 sub-section (1) No. No.C/ACQ/Mum.city/CR.3/LAQ/SR/2019
C.S.No.665 Bhuleshwar Division, dated 3 February 2019 was published in Maharashtra
Government Gazette dated 28 February — 6 March 2019 (K.D.S)-1 on page no. 6-7 (hereinafter
referred to as the “said Notification”) and published in daily News paper “Loksatta” on 17/02/2019
and “The Indian Express” on 18/02/2019 notifying that the land premises described in the Schedule
here to (hereinafter referred to as the “said land”) was needed or likely to be needed for the public

purpose specified in the Schedule thereto (hereinafter referred to as the “said purpose”);

2. Whereas, the said land is needed for the infrastructure project and therefore as per the
Amendment to the said Act published in Maharashtra government gazette dated 26" April 2018 is
exempted from the application of the provisions of the chapter II and IIT (section 4-10) of the said
Act and whereas due to application of section 40 pertaining to urgency clause to the above
acquisition proceedings vide the said Notification provisions of chapter IV shall not apply,
therefore enquiry under section 15 has not been carried out.

3. Whereas, the Acquiring Body that is Mumbai Metro Rail Corporation Limited (hereinatter
referred to as “MMRCL”) has informed vide its letter no.MMRCL/R&R/Gi.Ka./51/2019 dated
11/02/2019 that It is going to resettle and rehabilitate Project Affected Persons as certified by
MHADA after survey permanently as per the In-Situ Rehabilitation Policy. As per Acquiring
Body’s Rehabilitation policy till they are finally rescttled there arc two altcrnatives available for
temporary rehabilitation to tenants and owners namely rent or residential tenement at Pimpalwadi.
Other than permanent rehabilitation provision for project affected persons following
allowances/rents are also provided for temporary rehabilitation:

1. Eleven month’s advance payment of rent for project affected persons to hire
residential/commercial premises

2. one month’s advance rent towards agency charges

3. Provision of shifting allowance for temporary rehabilitation Rs 25,000/- and for permanent
rehabilitation Rs 25,000/ that is in total Rs 50,000/ towards shifting will be disbursed in 2
stages.

4. Provision for 10% rise per year in the rent.

5. Provision for maintenance of Pimpalwadi residential complex provided as temporary
rehabilitation by MMRCL so as not to burden project affected persons.

4. And Whereas, Collector of Mumbai City is satisfied that CS No. 665 of Bhuleshwar

Division admeasuring 102.84 sq.mts. is required for the said purpose




5 Therefore, in exercise of the delegated powers under subsection (1) of section 19 of the
said Act, The Collector of Mumbai City hereby declares that the said land is needed for the said
purpose and under clause (g) of section 3 of the said Act the Collector being the Appropriate
Government is pleased to designate Deputy Collector Land Acquisition, Mumbai City, D.D.
Building, First Floor, Old Custom House, Fort, Mumbai, 400001 to perform the functions of
Collector under the said Act. The Project report/ Plan of the said land is available in the office of the
Deputy Collector Land Acquisition, Mumbai City during office hours.
